We’ve recently been 

awarded a substantial research 

contract to demonstrate the 

capacity of newly developed 

solar air heating panel.  De-

signed specifically to be applica-

ble for small residential Solar 

Assistance installation as well as 

large commercial arrays, our 

solar collector will be in pro-

duction with 2 months!  Fol-

lowing the deployment of 67 

our collector prototypes, we’ll 

submit our collector design to 

the Solar Rating Certification 

Commission for their stamp of 

approval.  RREAL will be manu-

facturing high quality, efficient 

and durable solar collectors!
